Dear Folks,

   As I explained to the first teacher-training group, classical TPR is done in commands. If you teach English, it is best to give commands because commands are comprised of the fewest syllables. Ex:  “stand, walk, sit”    However, some people who teach languages which are not so simple use the narrative.   You must think about the language you are teaching and your audience [kids, adults]  and choose what form has the least syllables and is the most frequently used.  

   Because I French teach at the university, and we must teach twice as much material in half the time as K-12, I have decided to use the narrative and describe what I’m doing, while I do it – ex.   “ I stand, I walk, I sit”  The command form is not high frequency in French, yet the informal command form sounds like the “ I, you, he, she”  form.    As I mentioned in training session I, I called Dr. Asher who invented TPR, explained to him my rational for switching to the narrative in French classes, and he agreed that as long as the whole body was being used, the narrative was fine.   When I’m in India teaching English to the tribal children I use the command form. 

Alyson uses this lesson plan in the video.  Here’s what she says.  

“ This is pretty much the exact lesson plan I use when I teach the second day of French 1010. The first day is nothing but icebreakers and going over the syllabus. You will notice when you watch the video that I don’t necessarily get through all of this. I think I ended up doing the pop-up grammar section at the end on the next day. That’s because I’m letting my students dictate how long I need to stay in particular areas of my lesson. “  

French 1010 – Lesson 2
Bring: list of TPR vocab for the day, TPR stick figures for the day, laminated greetings poster, green books for props
Tape the ten harder pictures to the board before class.
I. Greetings (5)

Ask if they remember how to say “hello” and “how are you?” – Get them to practice as a group. Add “comment ça va?” “ça va bien / ça va mal.” Tell them to get up and greet 3 people.

II. TPR – New words (5)
Ask newbies to come sit right in front of you so you can see them easier.

Explanation: I am going to be describing what I’m doing in French. You will know exactly what I’m saying because you will see me doing it. Please don’t say anything at this point, just perform the action I’m describing. If for some reason you are uncomfortable performing the action, just watch the others do it. The most important thing is that you feel comfortable.
New: rise / walk / turn / sit
Model: I stand / I sit / stand / walk / turn / sit
Hesitate : stand / sit / stand / turn / walk / stand / sit 
Keep giving reps if needed.

New:  head / nose / chair / touch / and
Model:  I touch my head / I touch my nose / I touch the chair 
Hesitate :  more reps until they’re getting comfortable, then remix with old vocab
Add and – I walk and turn / I stand and touch my nose /etc

Then divide: one half of the class, then the other. [celebrate!]
III. Processing activities (5)

1. Show them two stick figures and they point to the one you’re describing

2. Five students up front, each with a different picture.
IV. TPR – New words (10)

New:  hand / green book / pen

Model: I touch the pen / the green book / the hand etc
Hestitate : continue and remix when they seem comfortable
New : raise
Model: I raise the hand, the green book, etc
Hesitate : continue and remix [funny : I raise the nose]

New : with
Model : with the pen I touch the head, with the hand I touch the nose, etc

Hesitate :  continue and remix [funny : I raise the chair, with the nose I touch the chair]
New : on

Model : I sit on the hand / the book, etc,   I walk on … / I stand on … 
Hesitate : continue and remix [funny – I sit on the nose]
Split class : boys/girls [celebrate!]

One hand … one hand: Model as you say: “I am going to do two different things with each hand.” One hand touches the chair, one hand touches the head…etc 

One hand touches the chair, one hand  touches the head.  One hand touches the nose, one hand touches the green book.  [same with pen and chair] etc – faster and faster

Chain sentences:  Now I will describe three actions. Wait until I finish before you start. It might help to hold a picture in your mind of what I’m telling you to do.

I touch my head / I touch my nose / I touch my hand 
I stand/ I turn / I walk
I turn / I touch the head / I touch the green book
With the green book I touch the head / I turn on the pen / I sit on the green book 
With the pen I touch the nose / With the pen I touch the chair / With the nose I touch the chair 
CELEBRATION:  et la classe dit bravo! [the class says « bravo ! »]
V. Processing activities (20)

[5]

1. Ten pictures taped on the board, they give you the # (first with hands, then aloud)
2. Point to a picture and give them a choice.

Assessment – 10 sentences in French.

Ask them to take out a piece of paper.

1. French out of order.

2. English out of order.

Ask them to trade with a partner, grade quickly, find out who got 80% or better. Then pass up front to you.

Reading –
1. Pop-up pronunciation: Can you give me some letters that aren’t pronounced that you might expect to be pronounced? In general, consonants at the end of a word aren’t pronounced. Fortunately, we have something to help us remember which ones ARE pronounced [CaReFuL]

2. French to English translation (get volunteers)

3. Pop-up grammar – see script below – Tell them to get their handbooks out

1. “Class look at numbers 1 and 4 on your quiz.   Look at the verb that means “touch”.  Which ending on that verbs tells you the subject is “they “  touch, the one ending in “e” or ”ent?”  What other sentence has a plural verb in it that is saying “they” are doing something? ( #7)  [p. 46 – top left – regular ER verbs]
2.  In #1 and #4  what is the meaning of “le and les”?  correct, “the”,  what is the difference in the forms? Right, one is singular and one is plural.  Point out the plural things or nouns in these sentences.   Correct, chaises, nez.  When there is a plural noun like chair, what happens to the word chair? [p. 45 – top left box, near the bottom]
3.  What does #5 mean?  Do “ le” and “la” both mean “the”?  Does anyone know why they have a different form?  Right, it indicates masc./fem. [p.45, top left]
4. In #1 and #4 what is the meaning of “vert” and “vertes”? Why the different spelling? Do you see another sentence with the word “green” in it? [p. 45, bottom left box]
5.  Look at 8 and 9.  what is the difference in meaning between  “je lève and je me lève?  Between #9 and #10  “je me lève” and  “il s’assied?”    

6.  What does “du” mean in  #2?   So what does “des”  mean in #6? 

7.  What does “romantiquement”  mean in #5? rapidement?  If I tell you that “douce”  means soft, how would you say “softly” ?  what equals “ment”  in English?  Do you add that to a word that is a thing or a word that describes?  What do we call things? Right,  “nouns”  and actions?   What are words that describe things?  Words that describe actions?  

VI. Housekeeping (5)

Give them the vocab sheet for the day, and read it with them.
Tell them “au revoir” and point to it as they leave.
